Master of Science (IV1.Sc.) and
Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.) in
Parasitology,

Department of Parasitology,
Faculty of Medicine

Master of Science (M.Sc.) and Doctor of

Philosophy (Ph.D.) programs in Parasitology were
established in 1990 and 2004, respectively.
Curricula for these programs have been revised in
accordance with the Thailand Qualifications
Framework for Higher Education and were
approved in 2012. The programs are intended to
produce master and doctorate degree graduates of
international standard in Parasitology.

Graduates have advanced knowledge in
the field and are proficient in researches. The
study programs focus on the major parasitic
diseases in the Greater Mekong Subregion.

More than 76 master degree students and
26 doctorate degree students have graduated from
our department and have found good career paths
in both government and the private sectors.




The Master of Science in Parasitology requires two
years of full-time study. Two types of program are
available (Plan A1 and Plan A2).

Plan A1 is a research-only option. Students who
enroll in this program have to complete a thesis
which is equivalent to 36 credits. Students are also
required to attend seminars in Parasitology 1 and 2.
Enrolment in Plan A1 requires a Bachelor Degree in
Science or related subjects with a GPA of at least
3.0 or equivalent.
Applicants must also
have a record of
publication in
international journals
as first author or
corresponding author
of at least one paper.

Plan A2 is a coursework and thesis option.
Students must take subjects worth at least 24
credits (at least 20 credits of compulsory subjects
and at least 4 credits of elective subjects). The
thesis component is worth 12 credits. Enrolment in
plan A2 requires a Bachelor Degree in Science
(B.Sc.) or related subjects with a GPA of at least 2.5
or 65%. Students who do not meet this requirement
but have at least two years of work experience in

Parasitology can also apply to the program.

| Doctor of Philosophy in Parasitology

The Doctor of Philosophy program aims to provide
research training that fosters the development of
independent research skills in candidates.

Candidates are required to undertake an original and
significant research project that culminates in a
thesis consistent with three to four years of full-time
equivalent study and supervised research training.

The Doctor of Philosophy program in Parasitology

offers three types of program (Plans 1.1, 2.1 and
2.2);

Plan 1.1 is a research-only option. Students must
complete a dissertation which is worth 48 credits.
Entry to this program requires a Master of Science
(M.Sc.) qualification in Parasitology or related
subjects approved by the curriculum committee of
the Department, and a GPA of at least 3.5.

Plan 2.1 is a coursework and research option.
Students must take subjects worth at least 12 credits
and prepare a dissertation equivalent to 36 credits.
Entry requires a master degree with GPA at least
3.25:

Plan 2.2 is an option designed for entry with a '
bachelor degree. This program combines
coursework and research. Students must take
subjects worth at least 24 credits and prepare a
dissertation equivalent to 48 credits. Entry to this
program requires a bachelor degree with a
minimum GPA of 3.25. Applicants must have been

in the top 10 percent of their class.
